· Evidence (facts to support your case/destroy opposition's)
· Articulation (speak well, appropriately, adequate volume)
· Teamwork (split roles, prepare efficiently, work in-tandem)

	· Prepare your speech

· Practice, practice, …

· Be mindful;  acknowledge audience presence

· Make judges job easy; list points and point out the 2 pointers

· Let your audience follow your logic 

· Work with your constructive partner;  leave some points for 2nd

· Have more experiencd partner go first

· 1st Aff does the necessary definitions (e.g., “corporal”)

· 1st Neg does some history


	· Know your audience and get a “read” from them as you go

· Reiterate big points

· NEVER criticize teammates

· Opponents/ideas aren’t stupid, they might be wrong…

· Respect your judges and their intelligence

· Don’t go over time

· Don’t leave time

· Save with a special phrase (“Vote Aff”)

· Have citations ready in case you are questioned

· Be courteous regardless of outcome
	· Rebuttals are little adlibbed essays

· “Flow” your opponent

· Mark your points and follow as “script”

· Use the break to divvy up best rebuttals between 1st & 2nd debaters

· Have most experienced debater go first

· Use 2nd speech to build on points of 1st rebuttal speech

· Help judges, label opponent points and why they must be stricken

· Work with constructive on sources/citations

· Use the “where’d ya get that?” point selectively
